SEC has an opening for a Seasonal Land Stewardship Technician to join our team. This part time field-based
position will participate in work teams to implement and complete a variety of ecological restoration projects and
on the ground management and maintenance activities across SFC conserved lands. This position provides hands
on support to SFC Staff and volunteer crews, assisting with the implementation of preserve enhancement
projects, maintaining and enhancing infrastructure on the preserves including maintaining fence lines,
waterlines, trails, irrigation, and outbuildings, as well as new construction. This position is directed by and
reports to the Land Stewardship team.

This land stewardship technician is a part time (up to 30 hours per week) temporary position paid at an hourly
rate of $25 per hour with an anticipated duration of March 2026 thru July 2026, but this is flexible and varies
based on workload. No benefits are offered with this position with the exception of state mandated sick time.

Work with volunteers and public to further SFC’s Mission and public image
Assist with the maintenance of water lines to all troughs and tanks
Clear roads and trails of vegetation and debris when necessary
Assist with trail building and trail maintenance projects
Assist with the maintenance of all houses, offices, outbuildings and sheds in working condition
Other land stewardship activities as assigned
Assist with the maintenance and inventory of supplies and equipment

Physical and Travel Requirements: Traverse difficult terrain climb and or stand for 8 hours per day, able to
frequently bend, stoop, kneel, walk, run, crawl, and reach for things high or low. Requires ability to work
outdoors in varying weather conditions from +90 degree summer days, to rain and snow. Requires ability to sit
up to 8 hours per day. Able to lift up to 50 pounds. Hearing acuity must be average, and visual acuity must be
good. Good manual dexterity is required as is the ability to operate stationary machinery and vehicles or mobile

equipment. Travel to land and project sites throughout SFC’s service area is required. Travel time may include

up to three hours of driving dependent upon staff members location of residence.
